Motivation and consistency
are two essential elements of creating believable and memorable
characters. A character’s behavior must always be motivated. It
must also be consistent with what the reader knows about the char-
acter, even if the motivation isn’t immediately apparent.

Her choice of occupations
was motivated properly and her behavior was consistent with that
motivation.
