Writing Skills 101  

     Writing comes more naturally to some people than others.  Still, certain techniques and skills 

are essential to drawing the attention of the reader into your story ð regardless of your natural 

talents. 

     Point of View (POV) -  Who is telling your story?  Coming up with the answer to this question 

isnôt as easy as it seems for most writers. 

     Itôs a helluva thing,ò DeArruda said.  He bore the experiences of his thirty some-odd years in 

law enforcement with weary patience.  This is the opening line from my work in progress, a sus-

pense novel, What You Donôt Know.  The viewpoint changes as the story progresses, from  

DeArruda to the female and male protagonists to the stalker.  Most fiction is written using 3rd 

Person because the writer can share more info with the reader. 

     My Friday started out great.  But the dead body rolling down the hillside took care of that.  This 

is the opening line from my mystery, Second Time Around.  Timmie Campbell tells the entire 

story and the reader receives all information through her.  Most writers prefer not to write in 1st 

Person because they believe it limits the information the writer can make available to the reader. 

     Aside from writer preference and skill, are the considerations of what publishers want to see 

and what POV is most effective in the genre being written.  Many romance publishers, for exam-

ple,  prefer stories told not only in the 3rd Person, but strictly from the heroineôs point of view.  

Mysteries and suspense novels, on the other hand, are a natural for 1st Person because the 

writer doesnôt want the reader to have all the answers, clues, and information. 

     I, personally, have found that my writing is usually stronger when writing in 1st Person, regard-

less of the type of story/book.  Perhaps itôs because of all the magazine articles and newspaper 

columns Iôve written.  Perhaps itôs because I identify more with the character if I assume his/her 

identity.  Being able to write in both 1st and 3rd Person are skills every writer should exercise.

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What Exactly IS an eBook?  

     eBooks are purchased online and downloaded onto either your computer (PC or laptop) or  a 
handheld device designed specifically for the purpose of reading books.  (I.e. Kindle, Sony 
eReader, etc.)   Most of the larger traditional publishing houses (Random House, Simon & 
Schuster, Harlequin) publish their hardback and mass market paperbacks in both print and 
eBooks.  The cost of books is less expensive when purchased in this format and several books 
can be purchased and downloaded at one time.  Itôs also a lot less cumbersome to travel with half 
a dozen eBooks than hardbacks or paperbacks.
